The Tournament Director reserves the exclusive right to modify the tournament format to accommodate rescheduling

A team and their spectators should be together on the

same side of the field.

Coaches are responsible for the conduct of their players and fans. Unsportsmanlike conduct by coaches, managers, players,

and/or fans will not be tolerated.

Referees shall eject from the game or playing area any coach, manager, player, or fan/spectator who commits a flagrant

offense or engages in an unsportsmanlike conduct.

Yellow/Red Card rule is in effect. Any player receiving two yellow cards during a game will receive an automatic RED card;

where the player must sit out the remainder of the game.

A player carded for taunting will receive an automatic RED card.

Any player ejected (RED Carded) from a game will not be replaced for that game. The team must complete the game with

a player down.

CONDUCT

the game will be resumed at a later time and/or date. If one half or more of the game has been played and it is interrupted

by the referees due to weather conditions, then the game will be considered a COMPLETED GAME.

The Field Director, in accordance with the referees, will be the sole judge of the conditions of the playing fields.
